to the Kalla islets



The islets
Ulkokalla and Maakalla

have been rising from the sea since the 15th century.
The land rising is going on about 1 cm in a year in a whole area.

History

The islets rise four metres above the sea level.
The distance between islets is about 4 km.
Maakalla islet, an old fishermen community
with an old wooden church, lies closer to the
mainland. The Kalla islets have an autonomy,
which is inherited from the 17th century.

On that time a lot of fishermen came to the
islets every summer for two months to fish
Baltic herring. The community needed rules
for both fishing and living on the islands.
Finland was a part of Sweden, and in 1661

the king of Sweden gave the first order about
how these kinds of fishing communities should
be ruled. Those orders are still valid today,
and the fishermen have a dominion on Kalla
islets. In 1857, when Finland was a part of
Russia, the Pilot and Lighthouse Service
decided to have a lighthouse built on the island
Ulkokalla. A 13-metre brick tower was
completed in the summer of 1871 and the light
was first lit on a year later. The residence of
the lighthouse keepers burned down in 1944,
The present large house dates from 1948 and
has been repaired on 2003.
